BACKGROUND

Following the devastation caused by hurricanes Irma and Maria, the Government of Sint Maarten prepared a consolidated National Recovery and Resilience Plan (NRRP) that prioritizes immediate, short-, medium- and long-term needs for the recovery, reconstruction and resilience of Sint Maarten. This Plan includes estimates of the financial requirements, costs and investments that are necessary to build Sint Maarten back better. 

Since January 2018, the World Bank has been assisting the Government of Sint Maarten in the establishment and implementation of a recovery and reconstruction program to implement the NRRP. A significant component of this program is financed through a Trust Fund financed by the Netherlands, managed by the World Bank and implemented by Sint Maarten.

NATIONAL RECOVERY PROGRAM BUREAU

In parallel to the establishment of the Trust Fund and the execution of the NRRP, the Government of Sint Maarten developed an institutional structure for the implementation of Trust Fund financed projects. This structure is materialized in the National Recovery Program Bureau (NRPB) and serves as the Project Implementation Unit (PIU) for Trust Fund projects for which the Government of Sint Maarten enters into a Grant Agreement. As such, the NRPB represents the Government of Sint Maarten vis-a-vis the World Bank in the implementation of Trust Fund financed projects.

All NRPB activities relate to projects or preparations thereof, approved by the Trust Fund Steering Committee, which consists of representatives from Sint Maarten, The Netherlands and the World Bank.

In its capacity of PIU, NRPB works closely together with the line Ministries in the preparation, coordination, execution and evaluation of the Trust Fund projects. In addition, the NRPB is responsible for all reporting and fiduciary responsibilities towards the World Bank. 

ROLE OF THE ENGINEER/ CONTRACT MANAGER 

The NRPB is currently responsible for the management of project activities related to the Fostering Resilient Learning Project (FRLP), which is under preparation. The preparation phase is financed through a Project Preparation Grant and allows the NRPB to implement studies that support the detailed preparation of foreseen activities under FRLP. These activities include the design, demolition and construction of three buildings (two schools and a library), and the design and implementation of a Ministry Management Information System (MMIS). 

Currently the NRPB is seeking the recruitment of an Engineer/ Contract Manager (“Consultant”) to support the FRLP Project team in delivering technical expertise in activity design and quality control of deliverables from consultants and contractors. 

OBJECTIVES OF THE ASSIGNMENT 

The main objectives of the assignment are:

1. Technical support to the FRLP Project Team, including FRLP Project Manager and counterparts at the Government of Sint Maarten. Specifically on technical review of tender documents and subsequently the contract implementation regarding quality of deliverables, timeliness, compliance and adherence to contract conditions and regulations for Goods, Works and Services Contracts.

2. Monitoring, record keeping and updating, and timely reporting of the progress and performance by contractors/consultants of contracts financed under the Project.

3. Implementation/Enforcement of contract execution through close coordination with all relevant people in the project, with special attention paid to cost and time control.

 

SCOPE OF SERVICES
The detailed services to be provided include the following activities:

1. Check all contract claims for correctness and maintain suitable checks that ensure project expenditure is undertaken in line with the contract conditions and project funding.

2. Support in quality control of technical deliverables from consultants and/or contractors (e.g. review design reports, work site conditions and verification of used materials in construction)

3. Closely collaborate with procurement specialists to ensure that any contract modifications are in line with the NRPB and the World Bank procurement regulations.

4. Provide supporting justification to the FRLP Project Manager regarding variations within Contracts.

5. Advise/assist as required to provide technical input for Bid Documents for Projects-funded activities.

6. Develop and conduct contract performance review in close collaboration with relevant NRPB staff, at the completion of each contract, and participate in review of deliverables submitted.

7. Monitor the implementation progress of all contracts financed under the Projects, with regards to contractor/consultant compliance with the contract conditions, timely delivery of goods, works and services, etc.

8. Assist the NRPB in the development and implementation of a Contracts Management database, for maintaining a complete set of Contract files that include, but not limited to Contract, variations, claims, contractual submissions and all official correspondence.

9. Submit monthly progress reports identifying (i) implementation progress, (ii) issues affecting performance of the contract (from the side of consultants, contractors or the implementing agency), (iii) recommendations for improvements; (iv) any other relevant issue that may be requested by the FRLP Project Manager.

10. Attend and facilitate Contract Pre-Start and managerial meetings and ensure all meetings are effectively conducted and follow the contract provision and best management practices.

11. Attend technical meetings with counterparts & project participants and regular coordination meetings of the NRPB and Government Focal Points.

12. Attend related workshops as required, providing brief feedback reports on all aspects of the Workshop.

13. Provide information as required by the NRPB to support its reporting commitments to the Prime Minister, the Council of Ministers, the Trust Fund Steering Committee and the World Bank, as needed.

14. Identify and manage implementation issues that may arise under the contract. Specific attention to be given to timeliness, compliance and adherence to contract conditions, to the deliverables/requests etc.

15. Assist the NRPB in developing responses to contractors/consultants’ inquiries.

16. In close collaboration with the Supervision Consultant, assist NRPB in managing and monitoring the quality of the services, goods and works in compliance with the contract documents. The Consultant shall not interfere with the role of the Supervisor (Engineer or Project Manager as defined in the works contract) towards the contractor/consultant.

17. In coordination with NRPB Procurement, as well as operational units of line ministries/external agencies, manage and supervise the preparation of all required technical project documents including Terms of Reference (TORs) for consultants and consulting firms, specifications scope of works, bills of quantities, cost estimates and designs for works.

18. Assist NRPB Procurement in the preparation of technical tender documents.

19. Identify all technical elements and documentation required to implement assigned project activities.

20. Represent the NRPB as the contracting officer’s technical representative (COTR) during project execution and serve as the principal contact with consultants and contractors during project execution.

21. Assist in technical bid evaluations during the contracting process.

22. Track activities’ progress, specifically to ensure timely conclusion of works.

23. Regularly monitor and report on project execution progress and budget performance.

24. Regularly liaise with the FRLP Project Manager, NRPB Procurement Officers, Safeguards Officers, Legal Officers, and M&E Specialist to ensure achievement of the program objectives, as well as ensure compliance with World Bank procedures.

25. Work directly with project counterparts and relevant stakeholders to ensure deliverables fall within the applicable scope and budget. This will involve coordinating with other departments within the Government as well as external counterparts, to ensure all aspects of each construction activity are compatible and to clarify specific requirements of each project.

26. Report to the FRLP Project Manager on progress and challenges of ongoing construction activities.

27. Coordinate with the design and/or supervision consultants to ensure timely delivery of works, as per set standards

28. Conduct any other ad hoc technical or contract management work as directed by the FRLP Project Manager.

 

Any other task related to this function will promote the long term effective and cohesive conclusion of the recovery program.

REPORTING OBLIGATIONS
The Consultant will report directly to the FRLP Project Manager concerning the execution of the work. The Consultant can escalate contractual matters to the Program Manager in case of a need.

 

CONTRACT ARRANGEMENTS

The Consultant will be selected based on the procedures for selection of individual consultants specified in the World Bank Regulations for IPF Borrowers, dated July 2016, revised November 2017, August 2018 and November 2020. A Time-Based contract is expected to be signed.

The contract duration will be one year with a probation period of 2 months. The successful Candidate is expected to work full time in Philipsburg, Sint Maarten unless work requires for domestic or overseas travel. The contract may be extended provided satisfactory performance and based on the needs of the Projects. The Consultant may be assigned contract management under other newly approved projects.

The success of the Engineer/Contract Manager will be judged by the Program Managers, based on performance of the consultant.

A] Background 

Government of Sri Lanka (GOSL) has planned to increase the share of renewable energy in electricity generation. Among the different renewable energy sources available in the country, solar energy becomes a priority due to the high resource potential available owing to the geographical positioning as a tropical country. Sri Lanka resorted to harnessing solar power for meeting its electricity needs, with the commissioning of the first grid-connected solar power plant with a capacity of 1.3 MW in Hambantota, which is operated by Sri Lanka Sustainable Energy Authority (SLSEA) as a demonstration plant. By now, there are altogether 50 land-based grid-connected solar-power projects that have been implemented with an aggregate capacity of 93.36 MW. Grid-connected solar rooftop systems are the other modality that has been implemented, which was launched through net metering in 2011. The scheme was expanded in 2016, including further two systems – Net Accounting and Net Plus, making an expedite programme implementation referred to as Soorya Bala Sangramaya (Battle for Solar Power). The total grid-connected solar rooftop system capacity is 410MW. Government of India has offered a credit line facility of USD 100 million through Indian Exim Bank for strengthening the solar power development in Sri Lanka. The programme is expected to be launched in 2022 with a time span of 3 years. It is expected to detail out the approaches for solar power project implementation under this programme, through this report.
B] Scope of work 

Sri Lanka Sustainable Energy Authority (SLSEA) is the implementing agency for solar power project shown below under the credit line facility of USD 100 million from the Government of India, under the guidance of the Ministry of Power and State Ministry of Solar, Wind and Hydro Power Projects Development. 
a) 120 MWp Rooftop Solar PV Installations for Government Buildings 
b) 10 MWp Rooftop solar PV Systems with battery storage facility, for low-income households to enhance the quality of life of rural people, religious places and provide solar PV systems for RO (Reverse Osmosis) plants, c) 5 MWp Floating Solar PV Project at different reservoirs.

i) LOT 1- Preparation of Detailed Project Report (DPR) Preparation of Detailed Project Report (DPR) for construction of 120 MWp Rooftop Solar PV Installations for Government Buildings (approx. 3400 sites) and 10 MWp Rooftop Solar PV systems with battery Storage for low-income household and religious places (approx. 2500), RO plants (approx. 250) and 5MWp floating Solar Power Project at different reservoirs in Sri Lanka. The scope for preparation of Detailed Project Report (DPR), shall broadly include but not limited to the following: 
➢ Assessment about the availability and type of land / building, water-logged, roof space/ details of access/ right of way to the site, in consultation with the Sri Lankan government officials; 
➢ Associated Architectural and design laws of Sri Lanka;

➢ A report stating cost benefit analysis and cell efficiency analysis for various available technology option for setting up of the Solar Photovoltaic Power Plant viz. 
a) Polycrystalline technology, 
b) Thin-Film technology and 
c) mono crystalline technology/options (RCC Frame structure/pre-fabricated building/steel frame structure) available for constructing the solar rooftop systems and floating solar projects. 
➢ All Materials to be complied with the prevailing standards in Sri Lanka (SLSI, IEC.) 
➢ Availability of the major project components from Indian entities, along with the names of established and reputed Indian suppliers conforming to the requirement of 75% Indian Content. Attainability of the minimum Indian content of 75% value of the contract.

➢ The DPR consultant, while arriving at detailed cost estimates and breakup, should also mention about feasible transport routes for material from India and associated costs. 
➢ Exiting infrastructures available at site.

➢ The DPR consultant would need to evaluate the technical and financial sustainability plan of the proposed project and the capability of the host Government to ensure smooth maintenance of the building post implementation, and after sales service and warranty replacement by the EPC contractor ➢ Cost estimates should include feasible transport routes for export of material from India and associated costs. 
➢ Required Insurance scheme to be proposed to cover the solar systems implementing through this credit line. 
➢ Operations and Maintenance (O&M) of the solar systems, post-construction, will be a major component/concern. The DPR should clearly specify various O&M requirements including manpower requirement (skilled/semiskilled/unskilled/technicians, etc.). 
➢ Mechanism to be proposed for the disposal of solar panels, batteries and others environmentally hazard items. 
➢ Identification of required transport facilities for project staff for supervision and monitoring 
➢ Consultant to complete the detailed requirement by conducting site specific surveys; Financial and technical feasibility of the proposed project; Benefits to the country of domicile and the locality of the project; Any other specific requirements suggested by the Borrower during DPR preparation phase; Any other comments or suggestions. 
➢ Provision of guidance on any possible grid connections and liaise with concerned agencies (Ceylon Electricity Board - CEB and Lanka Electricity Company - LECO) in Sri Lanka on the producers and modalities to be followed. 
➢ The waste disposal mechanism report to be prepared 
ii) LOT-2: Project Management Consultants (PMC) services; PMC services are required for proper planning and implementation of preconstruction activities, implementation, and quality control, timely completion of all activities and successful commissioning of the project, training and transfer of technology. PMC service shall broadly include but are not limited to the following

The Phase –I of PMC service will commence from preparation of tender documents until the award of contract to EPC. 
Phase –II will commence start of EPC works until the end of the Defects Liability Period (DLP) (18 Months per Project). The total duration of the contract is expected to be 3 years. There shall be separate contracts for preparation of DPR and PMC.
