The government of Morocco is reportedly looking for a contractor to install facial recognition technology (FRT) systems in Rabat-Sale Airport. The airport, which is currently undergoing a modernization and extension project, will be the first of its kind in North Africa Country to have face biometrics.
The FRT systems in question will be supplied by One ID. The tender notification (103-22-A00) was published in early August 2022 and it closes on September 15.
The work has been described as the installation and maintenance of a “passenger journey digitization system.”
It includes the development of an app with which people new to the system can enroll. The app would give travelers access to 52 self-service biometric registrations. In addition, it will give information to bag drop terminals, information kiosks, secure hall access doors, and boarding systems.
Project Overview
Rabat-Sale Airport Modernization and Extension Project (PEMARS) is a part of the National Airport Master Plan up to 2035 (Ajwae 2035). The project targets an increase in Rabat-Salé airport’s capacity and the improvement of the quality of service to passengers and users. In addition, it aims to contribute to tourism and economic development of the project impact area (PIA).
It will, therefore, include the construction works and equipment of a new terminal. It also involves the construction works of related facilities in addition to the supply and installation of terminal security and safety equipment.

The federal government has authorized N42 billion for road construction in five NorthEast states. This was a result of the Federal Executive Council meeting that took place at State House in Abuja.
Minister of Humanitarian Affairs, Disaster Management and Social Development, Sadiya Umar-Farouq, made this known while she was breefing newsmen.
She claimed in her statement that she submitted four letters to the FEC for their approval for road development and restoration in five North Eastern states. These states include Borno, Yobe, Adamawa, Gombe, and Bauchi.
Her words: “For Borno, we have 22.5km road that is to be built. This road is Ngom-Koshebe and Ngom-Zabarmari-Gongulong-Kajari road with the contract value of N13,553,902,668.95. The second contract is for the reconstruction of the 53km Gombe-Abba-Dukurfi Road with the contract sum of N11,697,355,449.61.
“The other road is the 54 kilometer Mutayi-Ngalda road in Yobe state with the contract value of N12,199,182,845.70.
“The fourth one is the one for Garkida road in Adamawa State, it has a contract sum of N6,202,214,413.29.”
Furthermore, Sadiya noted that the State governments and other important stakeholders were involved in the consideration and selection of all the mentioned NorthEast road construction projects. Additionally, it is predicted that the roads will allow for free movement of people and goods in the affected states.

The facilities in question consist of homes, office buildings, and commercial buildings. In addition, Kwala Satellite City will also have mosques, churches, police stations, fuel stations, and fire assembly stations.

September 5, 2022 SaudiGulf Projects
Abu Dhabi National Oil Company (ADNOC) announced the award of a US$548 million (AED2.01 billion) contract to build a new main gas line at its Lower Zakum field offshore of Abu Dhabi.
The Engineering, Procurement and Construction (EPC) contract was awarded by ADNOC Offshore to National Petroleum Construction Company (NPCC) after a competitive tender process.
The award will increase the Lower Zakum field’s gas production capacity from 430 million to 700 million standard cubic feet per day (MMSCFD), supporting ADNOC’s plans to enable gas self-sufficiency for the UAE and cater to increasing global energy demand.
The new pipeline will cater to the increased volume of associated gas produced by the Lower Zakum field as the field’s oil production capacity increases to 450,000 barrels of oil per day by 2025.
The project will be completed in 2025 and it will see the construction of a new subsea pipeline that will run 85 kilometres from Zakum West Super Complex to Das Island. It also includes provisions to construct, install and test a new platform at the super complex as well as a new gas receiving facility at Das Island.
ADNOC’s gas masterplan links every part of the gas value chain to further unlock Abu Dhabi’s abundant gas reserves enabling domestic gas self-sufficiency, industrial growth, and diversification, as well as meeting growing global gas demand. Natural gas is playing an increasingly important role in the energy transition as both a feedstock and a fuel as it burns with significantly lower-carbon intensity than coal.
With this award, ADNOC Offshore and its strategic international partners have invested more than $5 billion in recent weeks in the long-term development of Abu Dhabi’s offshore operations. The awards included contracts worth more than $3.4 billion awarded to ADNOC Drilling to accelerate offshore growth activities and a $1.1 billion contract awarded to ADNOC Logistics and Services to enhance offshore operations, statement mentioned.

Bahrain launches tender for 72 MW solar plant
August 18, 2022 SaudiGulf Projects
The Kingdom of Bahrain launched its tendering process to award a 20 years contract for local or international bidders to build, own, operate, and maintain grid-tied solar photovoltaic (PV) power panels with a minimum capacity of 72 MWac in multiple premises located in Sakhir, south of the Kingdom.
The tender was launched by Bahrain’s Ministry of Electricity and Water Affairs, as it seeks to build solar panels in the Bahrain International Circuit, University of Bahrain, Bahrain International Exhibition & Convention Centre, and Al Dana Amphitheatre. The solar panels are to be built on the rooftops, car park shades, Electric Vehicle (EV) charging stations, and ground of these organisations’ facilities.
To qualify for the tender, bidders need to be engaged in the business of solar PV energy and have successfully commissioned at least ten grid-tied solar PV projects (out of which at least 5 are Solar PV car park projects).
Additionally, bidders should be commissioned in at least 40 MWac grid-tied solar PV projects in any country globally in the last three years (2019 – 2021).
H.E. Yasser bin Ebrahim Humaidan, Bahrain’s Minister of Electricity and Water Affairs said, “The launch of this tender comes as part of the Kingdom’s wider vision to adopt a circular carbon economy, with the aim to bring carbon emissions in Bahrain to net zero by 2060 in line with its national commitments to protect the environment and combat climate change.
“As affirmed in the national Economic Recovery Plan, Bahrain aims to achieve sustainable economic development that serves future generations.”
The Kingdom’s Economic Recovery Plan catalyses over US$30 billion of investments in strategic projects, creating new investment opportunities in infrastructure and priority sectors across the Kingdom. [bookmark: _ADB_Signs_$52]ADB Signs $52 Million Loan with Masdar to Build Largest Wind Power Plant in Central Asia
TASHKENT, UZBEKISTAN (5 September 2022) — The Asian Development Bank (ADB) and Shamol Zarafshan Energy Foreign Enterprise Limited Liability Company (SZE), a wholly owned subsidiary of Abu Dhabi Future Energy Company Private Joint Stock Company (Masdar), signed a $52 million loan agreement to finance Uzbekistan’s first wind power plant and the largest yet developed in Central Asia. 
The 500-megawatt (MW) plant will be located to the east of Zarafshan City, in the Tamdy District of the Navoi Region in Uzbekistan. It will help the country meet rapidly rising energy demand, deliver reliable power supplies to underserved urban and rural areas, meet its climate action goals, and improve resilience against climate change impacts. The facility will comprise 111 wind turbine generators, each with a capacity of 4.5 MW. 
“The Zarafshan wind power project shows how private sector investment can help countries largely dependent on fossil fuels to decarbonize their economies,” said ADB Private Sector Operations Department Director General Suzanne Gaboury.  “It will support Uzbekistan’s efforts to lift clean energy’s share of total generation to more than 25% by 2030, while helping the government deliver reliable and affordable power to businesses, schools, health clinics, and households.”
The project is cofinanced with the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, First Abu Dhabi Bank, International Finance Corporation, the Japan International Cooperation Agency, and Natixis. As part of the overall financing package, ADB mobilized a $10 million B-loan tranche from the Dutch Entrepreneurial Development Bank, FMO. ADB also signed a sovereign-backed partial credit guarantee of $19.5 million to mitigate the credit risk of the state-owned offtaker, Joint Stock Company National Electric Grid of Uzbekistan (NEGU). 
Like many Central Asian economies, Uzbekistan is heavily reliant on fossil fuels with most of its electricity supplied by natural gas. The Zarafshan wind power project will generate 1,599 gigawatt-hours of clean energy annually and avoid more than 890,000 tons of carbon emissions. SZE will provide its energy output to NEGU under a 25-year power purchase agreement. 
“As one of Central Asia’s fastest-growing economies Uzbekistan’s demand for energy will continue to increase, so it’s crucial to diversify its energy mix with more renewable sources of power,” said Officer-in-Charge of ADB’s Uzbekistan Resident Mission Enrico Pinali. “This is the largest wind power plant that ADB has ever financed, and we are proud that it will support the government’s efforts to transition to a sustainable, green economy.”
SZE is a special purpose vehicle owned by United Arab Emirates-based Masdar, a global leader in renewable energy. Masdar has developed utility-scale, grid-tied projects, small-scale applications providing energy access to remote communities, and carbon abatement projects globally. Masdar and ADB have previously partnered in multiple landmark renewable projects in the region.

[bookmark: _Additional_ADB_Grant]Additional ADB Grant to Improve Water Supply, Sanitation in Dushanbe, Tajikistan
ADB News Release | 30 August 2022
DUSHANBE, TAJIKISTAN (30 August 2022) — The Asian Development Bank (ADB) has approved additional grant financing of $38 million for a project rehabilitating and expanding climate-resilient water supply and sanitation infrastructure in Dushanbe, Tajikistan; strengthening the institutional capacity of the state water and sewerage utility DushanbeVodokanal; and promoting women’s empowerment in the country.
The grant supplements the $41.18 million grant ADB approved in 2018 for the improvement of water supply and sanitation systems in Tajikistan’s capital.
“The project will complement investments and institutional reforms being implemented by other development partners, and it will improve quality of life, health, urban resilience, and economic growth in Dushanbe,” said ADB Director General for Central and West Asia Yevgeniy Zhukov. “We expect, as a result of the project, that 125,000 people will get 24/7 piped water supply and 500,000 people will benefit from improved sewerage.”
Water supply and sanitation systems in Dushanbe, which has an estimated population of 916,000 people, have deteriorated because of age, lack of capital investment, and inadequate maintenance. The lack of public understanding of water conservation, combined with low tariffs, has led to significant water wastage. Sewerage services are only provided to about 70% of the population in Dushanbe. Anticipated climate impacts—floods, droughts, and heat waves—will aggravate the problems.
The additional financing will expand water supply and sanitation investments in the Shohmansur District, including rehabilitation of additional wells, pumping stations, transmission and distribution networks, installation of smart meters, and rehabilitation and construction of collector sewer and sewerage networks.
“To ensure the sustainability of the investments, the project will implement a corporate business plan for Dushanbe Vodokanal, improve its operational and financial efficiency, and reduce nonrevenue water,” said ADB Senior Urban Development Specialist for Central and West Asia Massimo Petrone. “The project will also enhance climate mitigation with the use of energy-efficient pumps, and boost climate resilience by reducing water loss and consumption.”
The project will also support women’s empowerment, protection, and skills development. A women’s development center will be established to enhance women’s technical, leadership, and business skills, to support domestic violence survivors and their children, and to improve water, sanitation and hygiene awareness and practice.
Since Tajikistan joined ADB in 1998, the bank has become the country’s largest multilateral development partner with over $2.3 billion in total assistance, including over $1.7 billion in grants. ADB’s 2021–2025 country partnership strategy for Tajikistan focuses on three strategic priorities: structural reforms to enhance resource allocation and mobilization, improving labor productivity through human capital development, and fostering better livelihoods by investing in the land-linked economy.

[bookmark: _Six_Policy_Reforms]Six Policy Reforms that can Strengthen Railways in Central Asia
Over the past three decades, countries across Central and West Asia have worked together to improve their national railway networks and develop multi-country, long-distance railway corridors.
While changes in regional trade patterns have led to higher demand for long distance railway transport, the railways in the Central Asia Regional Economic Cooperation Program (CAREC) region often struggle to compete with other long distance railway corridors and other modes of transport. Many lack commercial orientation and operate at a loss.
Railways across the region must consider implementing key reforms that will make them more efficient and financially sustainable. This will increase economic growth and ultimately improve the lives of ordinary people in the region.
A new study by the Asian Development Bank (ADB) assesses the state of CAREC railways and identifies opportunities for investment, commercialization, and reform. Here are six policy recommendations that can improve the sustainability of railways across the region.
1. Modernize commercial accounting systems
Most CAREC railways currently use accounting systems that do not follow internationally recognized commercial standards. These old systems cannot accurately measure the true financial performance of railway entities or separate the financial performance of each business activity.
The region’s railways must develop modern commercial accounting systems that provide reliable and transparent real‑time information about costs, revenues, and financial performance. Strengthening staff expertise in operating the system and using it to analyze railway performance is also crucial.
2. Use of enterprise resource planning
Railways need to introduce enterprise resource planning systems to help them adopt more commercial approaches that would increase productivity and profitability. These systems also help railway planners to maintain an overview of existing railway resources such as staff or rolling stock and determine more efficient ways of using them. They can be used to determine the full cost of operating railway services and routes, which is necessary to optimize tariff levels and understand which routes are most profitable. They are used to monitor and improve productivity and asset utilization, and ultimately increase profitability.
3. Liberalize tariffs
Nearly all CAREC member countries regulate railway freight tariffs. While CAREC railways do not face competition from other railways operating in their domestic market, they compete with road transport and long-distance railway freight services using other railway corridors. For railways to operate in this competitive setting, CAREC countries should consider liberalizing tariff regulations so the railways can adjust their tariffs in line with market conditions. This will help them to attract more customers and optimize revenues.
4. Introduce public service obligations
Most CAREC governments require their railways to continue providing services, especially passenger services, even if they are loss-making. This also leads to more unprofitable passenger traffic and less profitable freight traffic. As a result, some railways cannot generate enough retained earnings to regularly upgrade their assets.
To address this, CAREC governments can consider introducing a public service obligation. This could for example take the form of a contract between the government and the railway operator obliging the latter to offer certain services, while the government reimburses the operator for any losses incurred in running those services. Since accurate information is needed on costs and revenues of particular services, introducing this kind of reimbursement mechanism should go hand in hand with the establishment of modern commercial accounting and enterprise planning systems.
5. Examine non-core activities
CAREC countries need to examine the non-core activities of their railways and progressively separate or privatize them so that operators can focus on running railway services on a commercial basis. Non-core activities may include health services and housing, and various non-railway businesses. Since many non-core activities are loss-making, they are often a significant drain on the railway’s limited financial resources.
6. Boost private sector participation
Including private companies in the operation of freight and passenger services can create competition within the railway market, leading to improved efficiency and service quality. But to establish a fair and transparent basis for competition, most CAREC countries will need to reform their policy and legal frameworks to allow the private sector to perform additional roles in the railway sector.
Many CAREC railways have aged rolling stock fleets that need to be upgraded or expanded to meet demand. Due to their poor financial performance, railways generally lack sufficient funds to finance the needed investments. A possible solution is to invite the private sector to supply rolling stock on a lease or rental basis.
Overall, as markets change over time, railways also face further competition from other modes of transport. Implementation of reforms can lead to railways that are commercially fit and ready to adapt to changing markets.
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
