The Royal Government of Bhutan (RGoB) has significant untapped hydropower generation potential. The Power System Master Plan 2040 estimates the overall hydropower potential at 36,900 MW. The RGoB with support from the World Bank, issued National Guidelines for the Development and Construction of Hydropower in 2018 that incorporate good international practices including on integrating environmental and social (E&S) considerations to avoid or mitigate negative impacts. 1. Objective of the Assignment

The objective of this consultancy assignment is to update and complete the existing environmental and social assessment and planning work, as part of updating the Dorjilung DPR, to meet the requirements of World Bank Environmental and Social Framework (ESF) and applicable requirements of the RGoB, such as the Dam Safety Guidelines for Hydropower in Bhutan (2020), the 2019 Bhutan Guideline on Environmental Flows, among others.
