The Government of Bangladesh (GoB) has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the project “Technical Assistance for Renewable Energy Resource Assessment and Piloting (TARERAP)” under the International Development Association (IDA) and Strategic Climate Fund (SCF) financed Scaling-up Renewable Energy Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services. The project is being implemented under Sustainable and Renewable Energy Development Authority (SREDA). The support encompasses feasibility assessment and pilots of renewable energy technologies. The program will assist in ensuring access to affordable and reliable electricity for all citizens by 2021 – the vision of the government of Bangladesh.

Development of organic material can be a source of renewable energy with better biotechnology through genetic improvement, environmental manipulation, purification, packing, compressing. Slaughterhouse based biogas can be one of the solutions to meet the energy need in rural areas of developing countries like Bangladesh.

To assist in this effort, SREDA, nodal agency to facilitate and promote renewable energy in Bangladesh, intends to conduct a “Detailed Feasibility Studies and Pilot Run of Slaughterhouse Waste Based BIOGAS Plant in Bangladesh”. In Bangladesh there is no organized strategy for disposal of solid as well as liquid wastes generated in slaughterhouses. The solid slaughterhouse waste is collected and dumped in landfills or open areas while the liquid waste is sent to municipal sewerage system or water bodies, thus endangering public health as well as terrestrial and aquatic life. Wastewater from slaughterhouses is known to cause an increase in the BOD, COD, total solids, pH, temperature and turbidity deoxygenating water bodies. The assignment is expected to produce a report from the entire assessment comprising of total potential of biogas production/waste handling for all existing slaughterhouse run by city corporations/municipalities, best technology-model for various size and type of slaughterhouse, technical, operational and management challenges to run such plants, amount of investment needed, recommendations for scaling up and collaboration among municipalities and other entities for successful operation. Based on the analyzed data and information, the study will evaluate the possible location of the pilot plant as well. With this objective, SREDA intends to appoint a consulting firm to do the feasibility study and construct a pilot slaughterhouse based biogas plant at a potential location for assessing slaughterhouse based biogas energy production.

The duration of the assignment is 18 (eighteen) months expected to be started in July 2022 and completed in December 2023 ensuring full consistency with the Terms of Reference (TOR) attached.

The Government of Georgia has received the Loan from the World Bank toward the cost of the Kakheti Connectivity Improvement Project (KCIP) and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services.

 

The consulting services (“the Services”) include the Supervision of Construction Works for Sagarejo – Badiauri section of Tbilisi – Bakurtsikhe – Lagodekhi International Road.

Sagarejo-Badiauri road section is located in the Kakheti region, one of the main historical, economic and cultural regions of Georgia. This section, among others of the Tbilisi-Bakurtsike-Lagodekhi (Border of Azerbaijan) international road, connects Tbilisi to Kakheti region and is part of the main transit corridor to the north-west region of Azerbaijan. The road section runs through the densely populated areas and serves the settlements of Tokhliauri, Manavi, Chailuri, Kakabeti, Badiauri, Iormughanlo. Design of the road implies construction of 2 lanes per direction. The road has 4 x 3.75m width. The road configuration is constructed with the asphalt pavement. The design speed is 120km/hr. The design includes two overpass bridges of 180m total length, and eight underpass box structures. Two motorway bridges are envisaged in the design, for the Crossing of Chailuri River and the Badiauri interchange with total length of 125m.  In addition, the design envisages the construction of 86 drainage structures – culverts, including the complete restoration of the local Irrigation network

The primary objectives of the consulting services (“the Services”) are as follows: (i) to review the detailed designs (ii) to function as the Engineer in administering the civil works contracts and execution of all rights and responsibilities of the Engineer in accordance with the Conditions of the Contract (FIDIC Red Book Second edition 2017), (iii) comprehensive supervision of project implementation activities carried out by the contractors to ensure the compliance with the drawings, technical specifications and various stipulations contained in the contract documents, with high standards of quality assurance in supervision and in the execution of works; (iv) advice the Employer on all matters concerning the contracts management and support the Employer to have the works completed within the stipulated time for completion and cost to the extent possible
