The Baynes Hydropower Plant Project (“the Project”) is a e proposed regional power generation infrastructure project on the Cunene River basin, planned for joint development by the Angola-Namibia Permanent Joint Technical Commission (the “PJTC”). 

In 1969 the Governments of Portugal and South Africa entered into an agreement on the first phase of development of the water resources of the Kunene River. This agreement resulted in the construction of three schemes during the 1970s, namely the Gove Dam in Angola, the Ruacana Hydropower Scheme in Namibia, and the Calueque Water Scheme in Angola, which facilitates water supply to the northern parts of Namibia, as well as to irrigation projects inside Angola. 
2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
The Baynes HPP will be situated on the Cunene River, approximately 40km downstream from the Epupa Falls. The Project entails the construction of a 200-metre-high Concrete-Faced Rock-Filled Dam, with a total design capacity of 600MW (i.e., 300MW allocated to Namibia and Angola respectively). The power plant will contribute to balancing regional power markets, improve reliability and security of electricity supply for both Namibia and Angola and to the rest of the SAPP network, as a mid-merit/peaking power.
